*  Scripture is the authority we look to for guidance on what we believe and how we live what we

*  Salvation is found through Christ alone.

As women, we honor our husbands/fathers as the head of our homes, our pastor/elders as the head of
the Church, and Jesus as the head of our lives.

I will do my best to combine the grace and truth demonstrated by Jesus in my defense of these truths, but I
will teach these truths as non-negotiable for disciples of Jesus.

In addition, I will do my best to be gracious to those who disagree with my theology on matters that have
been deemed non-essential (open-handed) by the elders of the church. I will allow women the freedom to
express differing points of view on these non-essential issues, while encouraging them to look to Scripture
as their authority.
